QUEENS BIRTHDAY REGATTA

We are again hosting our annual regatta, which features 100m speed or 2lap oval time trials, then oval with the feature event being the Radio Marlborough Challenge Trophy.

This trophy features a propeller off CRC Latimer Lodge which PG Knight used to win the 1987 Masport Cup, the day before it threw a blade at Lake Rotoiti Nelson.

The challenge for this trophy consists of 4 separate challenges over the 2 days of racing.

PART 1


   Each competitor completes a speed run or 2 lap run with their nominated boat and the speed attained is converted to a percentage of the existing NZMPBA class record and multiplied by a factor of 10.

EG. You run a B hydro and clock 105.2kmh. The current record for that class is 143kmh therefore 105.2kmh =73.56 % of the record, which earns 735.6 points for that event. NOTE breaking a record earns more than 1000 points. This means for this event any boat of any class or size can win not necessarily the biggest or fastest.

NOTE if water conditions do not suit 100m SAW then we will run 2lap times instead using the same formula to calculate points.

  4 rounds of Square Oval Matrix. This is a 100m X 30m rectangle course.  Points gained are added to part 1.

PART 3


  Full Oval Matrix. Clockwise racing with points added to parts 1 & 2.

PART 4


  The top 10 points scorers after the previous 3 rounds will have a top 10 shoot out over 10 laps with the points being awarded as follows: -

All points are totaled and in the event of a tie a 6-lap run off will be raced.

RULES

1. You may enter only one hull/motor combination for the challenge.

2. You are allowed one backup Hull/and or motor, but the motor capacity or hull performance cannot exceed the performance of the original entry. This backup can only be used if the original hull and or motor are damaged beyond repair.

3. If you use your backup you cannot switch back to the original.

4. The maximum combined capacity of Multi engines cannot exceed 72cc.
